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How to request academic credit accumulation in
“PIM Learning PLUS” (credit bank)

“PIM Learning PLUS (Credit Bank)” is a platform that
registers academic results and credits for students. It
covers formal education, non-formal education, and
informal education, such as training courses. The aim of
the platform is to provide learners and workers with an
opportunity to connect their learning and work experience
to accumulate credits in the Credit Bank. This is done
by using reliable evidence as a component in calculating
credits for accumulation.

Here are some examples of evidence
that can be taken into account for
transferring to accumulate credits.
They are:

1. Transcript of academic results in the course of study.

2. Results of tests by reliable agencies for certifying
abilities, such as TOEIC and TOEFL scores.

3. Certificates from short-term courses obtained from
various organizations, including educational institu-
tions, government agencies, and the Professional
Qualification Center.
